BUDGET CORPORATE RATE AGREEMENT
Budget Rent A Car System Inc., 6 Sylvan Way, Parsippany, New Jersey 07054, its affiliates and participating locations, (“Budget”) and The Regents of the University of California, including its designated divisions and subsidiaries, (“Company”, “University:” or “UC”) agree as follows:

1.  Term of Agreement – The effective date of this Agreement is June 15, 2006 and will continue in effect for a period of one (1) year.  Either party may terminate this Agreement, for any reason, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice.  This Agreement supersedes any prior agreements between the parties and may be amended only in writing.  The rates and conditions in this Agreement are subject to change by Budget if the Agreement has not been signed and returned by the University within 30 days of May 23, 2006.
2. Applicability – The rates and discounts in this Agreement (hereinafter “Agreement”) apply to the University’s employees for business travel and for designated contractors of the University, renting for University business purposes or for whom the University reimburses business travel, utilizing the Company’s BCD (Budget Corporate Discount) number and renting cars at all participating Budget locations worldwide.
3. Rates – The rates and discounts afforded under this Agreement are set forth in Schedule A annexed hereto.

4. Loss Damage Waiver and Liability Insurance – The terms and conditions of Loss Damage Waiver and Liability Insurance, if applicable, are set forth in Schedule B annexed hereto.

5. International Rates – The rates for international rentals are set forth in Schedule C annexed hereto.

6. Revenue Projection – In consideration of the rates, benefits and discounts offered in this Agreement, the University designates Budget as a preferred supplier of rental cars for the University and projects an annual car rental expenditure of $0 with Budget.

7. Program Announcement – The University will announce this rate program to its employees and periodically remind them of this Agreement.  The University understands that its assistance is required in order to implement this program and agrees that Budget may contact the University’s divisions, subsidiaries and branch offices to assist in the implementation of this program.
8. Driver Qualifications – All renters are subject to Budget’s standard driver qualification procedures.  Except as explicitly modified herein, all terms of Budget’s standard rental agreement in effect at the time and place of rental will apply.  At the time of reservation, the Renter will provide the BCD Number.  At the time of rental, the Renter will present a method of payment acceptable to Budget and a valid driver’s license.
9. Rate Guarantee – The duration of the Rates applicable to this Agreement is set forth in Schedule D annexed hereto.

10. Assignability – The University may not assign or otherwise transfer its rights under this Agreement without the prior written consent of Budget.  Any attempted assignment by the University without Budget’s consent shall be void.

11. Governing Law – This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of New Jersey and shall be subject to the jurisdiction and venue of the courts in the State of New Jersey.

12. Entire Agreement and Modification – This Agreement, along with the Budget standard rental agreement that is in effect at the time and place of each rental constitutes the entire agreement between Budget and the University with respect to its subject matter.  If there is a conflict between a specific provision of this Agreement and a specific provision of the Budget standard rental agreement that is in effect at the time and place of each rental, this Agreement’s provisions will control.

This Agreement supersedes any and all oral and/or prior written agreements between the parties with respect to its subject matter.  This Agreement may not be modified in any way except by a writing duly executed by the authorized representatives of the parties.

SCHEDULE B
LOSS DAMAGE WAIVER (LDW) AND LIABILITY INSURANCE
LDW – CORPORATE RATE ONLY

For rentals utilizing the University’s BCD number at Budget participating locations in the 48 contiguous states and the District of Columbia and rented at the Corporate Rate for “business purposes”, Loss Damage Waiver is a component in the rental rate and therefore the University will not be responsible for any loss or damage to the rented vehicle whether due to theft, collision, vandalism or any other cause not expressly excluded under the terms and conditions of the applicable Budget standard rental agreement.  A rental shall be considered for “business purposes” if the renter is reimbursed the cost of such rental by the University or if the rental is otherwise paid for by the University and Budget is presented with satisfactory evidence of same.

However, this section does not void, supersede or modify any of the other provisions under the applicable Budget standard rental agreement caption, “Damage/Loss to the Car” or “Damage to the Car”, which will remain in effect.

This benefit may not be available when utilizing promotional internet rates.

100/300/25 LIABILITY INSURANCE – CORPORATE RATE ONLY

Provided that the terms and conditions of standard rental agreement are not violated, for all rentals utilizing the University’s BCD number at participating locations in the 48 contiguous states and the District of Columbia  and rented at the Corporate Rate for “business purposes”, the renter will be provided primary coverage, either under an automobile liability insurance policy or as a duly authorized self-insurer, covering bodily injury to persons and damage to property arising out of the maintenance, condition, use or operation of the Budget rental vehicle, but not including optional uninsured/underinsured motorist or personal injury protection coverage, in the following amounts when the car is rented at the Corporate Rate for “business purposes”:

The renter will be provided protection for bodily injury or death up to a limit of $100,000 for each person and $300,000 for each accident and for property damage up to a limit of $25,000.

A rental shall be considered for “business purposes” if the renter is reimbursed the cost of such rental by the University or if the rental is otherwise paid for by the University and Budget is presented with satisfactory evidence of same.

The liability insurance limits of the applicable standard Budget rental agreement will apply for all other rentals.

This benefit may not be available when utilizing promotional internet rates.

Corporate rates and kilometer charges do not include taxes, surcharges, refueling charges or other charges for optional items.  All Corporate rentals are subject to vehicle availability and at time of rental, renter must present proper Corporate Identification provided by Budget.

However, if the University’s car rental expenditure with Budget is less than $0 during any calendar quarter during the term of this Agreement, then Budget may increase the rates and/or reduce the discounts and/or benefits offered hereby, or otherwise modify this Agreement, upon prior written notice to the University.
During the term of this Agreement, if Budget’s fleet cost in any model year increase by 10% or more over the prior model year, then Budget may modify the rates, discounts and benefits offered herein upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the University.

These should include at a minimum the total number of vehicles rented, total rentals by vehicle class, total number of rental days annually, average rental days per transaction, the top cities/locations that rentals were processed and the reservation methods used.  Please include any other data beneficial to the administration of this contract.

5. This order shall be subject to the examination and audit by the California State Auditor for a period of three (3) years after final payment under this order.  The examination and audit shall be confined to those matters connected with the performance of the contract, including but not limited to, the costs of administering the contract.
